The Consultart under the direction of the Production Architectand in close coordination with the
other consultarts and sub-consultarts (the QArchitect TeanO) will be regonsible for the
following scope of services

1. Attend project meetings when requeded with the Production Architect, the Architect
Team, the Developmert Marager, DPAC, and other consultarts as required for the
proper coordination and implemenation and review of the work. Thes meetngs will
include the following:

a. Initial meetng with Architect Teamto review the project requiremerts

b. Meseing to review the initial special lighting requiremerts with Praduction
Architect Development Manager, DPAC and local regulatory agercies

c. Review of 100% schematic dedgn with Production Architect, Developmert
Manager,and DPAC

d. Review of 100% Dedgn dewelopmert drawings with Production Architect,
Developmernt Manager, and DPAC

e. 50% construction documert review with Production Architect Developmert
Manager,and DPAC

f.  90% construction documert review with Praduction Architect Developmert

lighting fixturesfor house lighting and special architectural lighting.

8. Provide gereral consulting and atend meetngs during the construction period to address
ary lighting desgn relatedissuesthat may arise.
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9. Review shop drawings and other submittals for any special or custom exterior and
interior lighting.

10. Conduct periodic inspecions of any special or custom lighting applicaions, and prepare
construction observation reports.

11. Review the completed special or custom lighting ingtallations, provide any necesary
punchlists, and follow up for final completion.

12. Revew all operaions and mainternance marnuals and other close-out documerts as
requiredin the contract documerts.

13. Review ary special or custom lighting installations prior to the end of the one year
warrarnty period, and make note of arny deficienciesor required warrarty work.
